The Eighteenth National Convention 
opened on the campus of the College of 
William and Mary on the evening of 
April 23 with an informal reception in 
the parlors of Barrett Hall. This initial 
meeting afforded the delegates and 
visitors an opportunity of greeting again 
friends who had been present at the 
Convention last year and of meeting 
students who were attending their first 
National Convention. An opportunity 
for the registration of visitors was also 
provided at this reception, and Omega 
Chapter found that twenty-five official 
delegates and officers were present and 
seventeen visitors, with a total of fifteen 
chapters represented. 

The following morning the first 
business session of the Convention was 
called to order by Mr. Key, Megas Pry­
tanis, in the Apollo room of the Phi 
Beta Kappa Building, after a prelimina­
ry meeting of the Executive Council. 
Dean Landrun, Dean of Women of the 
College of William and Mary, gracious­
ly welcomed the visitors to the College 
and to Williamsburg, and with the words 
of welcome the Convention was under 
way. The Megas Grammateus, Mr. 
Victor Murtland, called the roll of 
chapters, and the delegates introduced 
themselves and gave a brief account of 
the activities of their respective chapters. 

As the first item of business reports 
of officers were heard. Miss Brokaw 
gave a report of her duties as Executive 
Secretary, Editor of the NUNTIUS, and 
Registrar of the Eta Sigma Phi Medal. 
Miss Pfotenhauer, Megas Chrysophylax, 
gave a picture of the financial status of 
the organisation (see page 6). 

In order that there might be oppor­
tunity for informal discussion of com­
mon problems Mr. Key divided the visi­
tors and delegates into two groups, and 
at this time and later, as opportunity 
arose, the groups met and discussed items 
pertaining both to the fraternity and to 
the study of the classics in general. 

The plan of group discussions, an in­
novation this year, succeeded admirably, 
and all who participated left with a 
feeling of real gain derived from the 
stimulating discussions. 

After a pleasant luncheon in the 
college dining hall the second business 
session convened. The following com­
mittees were appointed by the Megas 
Prytanis. (The one named first is chair­
man in each instance.) 

Credentials — Mr. Krieger, Miss 
Meyer, Miss Eble, Miss Montanye. 

Nominating—Miss Ammer, Miss Ivy, 
National Officers. 

Auditing—(for books of Megas Chry­
sophylax) Mr. Hanna, Miss Murray, 
Miss Thayer. (For books of Registrar 
of Eta Sigma Phi Medal) Mr. McKin­
ley, Mr. Morrison, Miss Clark. 

Resolutions—Miss Mohler, Miss Fitz-
patrick, Mr. Clary, Miss Cunningham. 

An additional opportunity for the 
meeting of the discussion groups was 
offered, and problems common to the 
chapters were thoroughly debated. The 
question of the role which Eta Sigma 
Phi could play in connection with a 
program of high school expansion of 
classical study was only one that secured 
serious consideration, and it was of in­
terest to note that a majority of the 
chapters very actively sponsored such 
a program. 

At the close of this session, the 
Convention enjoyed hearing Professor 
Jess H. Jackson, head of the English 
Department of the College, who spoke 
on "The Riddle of the Sphinx." This 
was followed by moving pictures, "A 
Visit to Greece." Professor Ryan, of 
the Department of Ancient Languages, 
gave comments on the views. 

The next item on the program was a 
visit to nearby Jamestown where the 
ruins of the early colony, the excava­
tions in progress, and the remains pre­
served in the museum held the fascinat­
ed interest of the group. No less im-
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pressive was the abundant foliage which 
enhanced the general beauty of the 
scene, not to mention the ideal weather 
and the proximity of the placid James 
River. 

The delegates were "on their own" 
in the evening, and many wandered 
about the town which teems with inter­
est while others went to see "Hedda 
Gabler" that was being produced by a 
student cast. 

The business session of the final day 
was spent in some items of business and 
in the reports of the various committees. 
As an item of business left over from 
the Convention of last year, the amend­
ment to Article X, Section 1 of the 
Constitution came up for final action. 
The amendment was given final approval 
and the new amendment reads as fol­
lows: 

A local chapter is a body of students 
interested in classical study, organized 
under and by virtue of this Constitution 
and chartered at any liberal arts college 
or university, which has been on the 
accredited list of the Association of 
American Universities or another recog­
nized accrediting agency for five years. 

The Megas Grammateus reported on 
the action taken by the Executive 
Council on petitions which had been 
received in the course of the year. 
Two petitions for charters were granted, 
to Hampden-Sydney College, at Hamp­
den-Sydney, Virginia, and to Dakota 
Wesleyan University, at Mitchell, South 
Dakota. (Since the time of the Conven­
tion we regret to report that circumstan­
ces have arisen at the latter school which 
makes impossible at the present time the 
establishment of a chapter.) 

Reports of the various committees 
were heard and approved. Professor 
Horace W. Wright, as chairman of the 
Board of Trustees gave the report of 
that body (see page 5). 

As a result of informal discussion 
during the Convention there grew up 
the idea that Eta Sigma Phi could con­
tribute more directly to the current 
effort to help the position of Latin in 
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the high schools if members of the or­
ganization would cooperate with faculty 
members in a "Latin Week" committee. 
Professor A. Pelzer Wagener, as chair­
man of the Committee on the Present 
Status of Classical Education, consented 
to serve as chairman of such a com­
mittee with the student co-chairman 
being Miss Rosalie Montanye, of Delta 
Chapter. Other members of the com­
mittee are Professor Horace W. Wright, 
of Alpha Epsilon; Miss Mary Murray, 
of Alpha Alpha; and Mr. J. W. Lynn, 
of Alpha Omega. Before the Conven­
tion was ended plans were formulated 
for the work of this group next year. 

The Megas Prytanis announced that 
the place for next year's Convention 
would not be a matter of action at 
this meeting. It was felt that, in view 
of the general uncertainty of the times, 
it would be best to leave such action to 
the discretion of the new Executive 
Council. The Beta Alpha Chapter re­
peated their very cordial invitation of 
last year, but it seemed wiser to make 
no decision at this time. 

The Nominating Committee presented 
the following slate of officers: 

Megas Prytanis — Grayson Clary 
(Omega) 

Megas Grammateus — John Krieger 
(Beta Zeta) 

Megas Chrysophylax — Anna Marie

The slate was accepted. The Com­
mittee also recommended that Miss Bro­
kaw be continued in office as Executive 
Secretary and that Professor Wright, 
whose term of office on the Board of 
Trustees would expire with the end of 
the current year, be appointed for a 
three-year term. Professor David M. 
Key, of Birmingham Southern College, 
was also recommended for election to 
the Board. 

The official business of the Conven­
tion came to an end with the election 
of the new officers, but a very interest­
ing time was in store for the Williams-

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R e p o r t o f t h e B o a r d o f T r u s t e e s 

By PROFESSOR HORACE W . WRIGHT, C h a i r m a n 

The Board of Trustees had the mis­
fortune this winter of losing its very 
able chairman, Professor Roy C. Flick­
inger, whose retirement was necessitated 
by prolonged and serious illness. His 
duties were taken over by Professor 
Horace W. Wright. On January 15 one 
of the two certificates of deposit bearing 
2% interest at the Iowa State Bank 
and Trust Company in Iowa City, in 
which our- capital was invested, expired. 
Owing to Professor Flickinger's illness 
there was some delay before this and 
other certificates of deposit were for­
warded to his successor and before the 
first of these was reinvested. This cer­
tificate bore a face value of $2,452.42 
when it fell due, which included $24.28 
of interest for six months. In cashing 
it and making the transfer there was 
a service charge of 25 cents by the 
Iowa Bank and of $1.00 by the First 
National Bank and Trust Company of 
Bethlehem, Pennsylvania. In March 
Chairman Wright invested $2,400.00 of 
the amount in Defense Series G United 
States Savings Bonds bearing interest 
semi-annually at 2j/2%, and opened a 
savings account in the name of Eta 
Sigma Phi at the First National Bank 
and Trust Company of Bethlehem, Penn­
sylvania, with the remaining $51.17. 
The bonds are registered in the name 
of the fraternity and are at present 
in Professor Wright's personal safe 
deposit box at the First National Bank 
and Trust Company, Bethlehem. There 
are 8 bonds; four of $500.00 each and 
four of $100.00 

The second certificate of deposit fell 
due April 15 bearing a face value of 
$1,412.30 including six months'' interest 
amounting to $27.69. To cash and 
transfer this certificate there will again 
be a service charge of $1.25. This 
second certificate is also in Professor 
Wright's bank box. The Trustees have 
decided to invest $1,400 from this second 

certificate also in Series G United States 
Savings Bonds bearing 2Vz% interest. 
The $51.17 now in a savings account, 
in Bethlehem, $11.05 remaining over 
from the second certificate of deposit, 
and a sufficient sum added from other 
accounts will enable the Trustees to 
place $200.00 at 2J/2% interest in The 
Morris Plan Savings Bank of Philadel­
phia, where the money could be with­
drawn easily in case of emergency. This 
will bring the total invested capital 
of the fraternity to $4,000 bearing 
$100 interest annually. Within a few 
weeks, the Government Bonds will be 
transferred to a safe deposit box in 
the name of Eta Sigma Phi in the Athens 
National Bank, Athens, Ohio. 

The Eta Sigma Phi Essay Contest, 
inaugurated at the Convention of last 
year as a project of the organization 
for this year, was held with results 
that seem gratifying to the Board of 
Trustees, in view of the fact that this 
was the first year of the Contest. A 
total of 34 essays was submitted. At 
the same time the Board feels that more 
vigorous publicity pursued next year 
will better accomplish the aim of the 
Contest in increasing interest in classi­
cal study. The experience of the Board 
in conducting the Contest this year has 
also revealed a need for increasing the 
length of the essays to a limit of 3000-
3500 words. The eligibility will be 
modified as follows: 

The person competing in the essay 
contest must have taken in college, or 
be taking, such classical courses as will 
provide a background of knowledge to 
qualify him to treat the subject of the 
year's essay with thoroughness of under­
standing and must be so certified by 
the head of the department of classical 
languages of the institution concerned.

The Value to Students of Milton's Paradise Lost of Having Studied 

Vergil 's Aeneid

Intellectual pleasure is one of the 
highest forms of pleasure that man is 
capable of experiencing. Of all the 
varying phases of intellectual pleasure, 
recognition especially affords immeasu­
rable delight. It is a pleasure of the 
first order to light upon a book or 
other literary matter in which the web 
of thought is highly fraught with words 
and names and phrases, of little signifi­
cance beyond furnishing information 
but in reality having behind them an 
individual history of their own, which, 
when it is known, lends color and 
savor to the matter in question. This 
bears out the age-old truth that the more 
we bring to a task or a pleasure, the 
more we can take from it. We glean 
information and knowledge from our 
reading in proportion as we bring 
knowledge to it. 

To a person familiar with Dante 
and Vergil, the mere reading of such 
a work as Paradise Lost affords the 
greatest enjoyment. He can appreciate 
the allusions and the comparisons made 
in Paradise Lost, and make numerous 
associations between the poems with 
which he is familiar, and the one he 
is now reading. The three poems have 
much in common, and the reader who 
can recognize the similarity finds his 
pleasures multiplied. 

To students of Paradise Lost, an 
acquaintance with the Aeneid of Vergil 
is an invaluable asset. Probably the 
greatest advantage to those who have 
had the classical background afforded 
by a study of Vergil consists in the 
pleasure derived from the familiar 
atmosphere in which they find them­
selves. The form, the style, and the 
content of the two poems are curiously 

similar. Both authors employ the epic 
as their medium of expression. This 
need not be wondered at since the epic 
is eminently suited to the lofty themes 
of the Aeneid and of Paradise Lost. 
It is usually conceded, however, that 
the subject of the Aeneid is far in­
ferior to the subject of Paradise Lost.1 

The Aeneid recounts the fall of Troy, 
and celebrates the rise of Rome and 
the deification of Rome's progenitors, 
merely a question of cities and a few 
individuals; Milton's great poem con­
cerns the fate of all mankind, the Fall 
of Man and his Redemption by Christ, 
a topic of universal interest. Even 
in their length these epics are greatly 
alike. Both poems are divided into 
twelve books, and it seems these divi­
sions were purposely made in accordance 
with the nature of the plots. 

In the early part of each poem 
Milton and Vergil respectively give 
the reader a cue as to what its chief 
action will be. The keynote of the 
Aeneid, the last line of the introduction, 
is the famous, "So great a task it was to 
found the Roman nation."2 A huge 
task indeed! Milton gives as the key­
note of his Paradise Lost (I, 160) the 
crucial statement of the Archfiend that 
"ever to do ill [shall be] our sole de­
light." These plans are developed in the 
two poems in much the same way. It 
it interesting to note how the force of 
each of these statements persists through­
out the poems, and increases in signi­
ficance as the outcome of the stories is 
reached. Probably the first note of

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agreement between Milton and Vergil 
in the actual poems will be made in the 
opening line of each. As Vergil hero­
ically begins, "Of arms and the man I 
sing,"3 so Milton introduces his majestic 
theme with like command, "Of Man's 
first disobedience, and the fruit of that 
forbidden tree . . . sing, heavenly Muse." 
(1,1-6) From observation it may be 
learned that many of the world's great­
est epics have, with slight variations, 
openings similar to these. 

Besides the similarity in form between 
the Aeneid and Paradise Lost, we 
readily note a marked resemblance be­
tween the two in style. Paradise Lost 
is undoubtedly the most Latin English 
poem in literature. Not only is the 
language characterized by this classic4 

note, but much of the syntax and many 
of the constructions and figures of 
speech are distinguished by their Latinity 
of origin. In numerous instances,B the 
style is not only Latin but it is decidedly 
Vergilian. Any Latin student will 
read with exhilaration such words and 
expressions as "jaculation (VI, 665)," 
"terrene (VI, 78)," "mellifluous (VI, 
429)," "unlibidinous (VI, 449)," "sub­
lunar (IV, 777)," "tempers dulcet 
creams (V, 347)," "summed their pens 
(VII, 421)," "pennons vain (II, 933)," 
"fervid rays, (V, 301)," "omnific (VII, 
217)," "conglobe (VII, 239);" but stu­
dents of Vergil will readily translate into 
the Latin equivalent such ordinary 
English words as "virtue (I, 320)," 
"horrid (I, 563)," or "horrent (II, 
513)," "reluctance (II, 336)," and 
"intend (II, 456)," recalling with 
pleasure the trouble they once had try­
ing to keep in mind that "virtue" meant 
"valor;" "horrid," "bristling;" "reluc­
tance," "resistance;" etc., when it would 
have been so much easier to substitute 
the obvious word. Vergil students also

remember Milton's fondness for such 
delectable morsels as "umbrageous (IV, 
257)," "odoriferous (IV, 157)." As 
far as interpretation is concerned, stu­
dents of the Aeneid could almost afford 
to shelve their Webster and sit back for 
a relaxed reading of Paradise Lost. 

Concerning construction, too, such 
students would not immediately be 
baffled by odd sentence structure and 
frequent occurrence of typically Latin 
arrangements such as the ablative ab­
solute and long and involved sentences. 
All of these are very common in Para­
dise Lost, especially the long and in­
volved sentence: 
. . . fruit that, hung to the eye 
Tempting, (VIII, 307) 

... . they on the plain 
Long had not walked (XI, 580-81) 
She first his weak indulgence will accuse 

(IX, 1186) 
Forthwith on all sides to his aid was run 
By Angels many and strong, who inter­

posed 
Defense, while others bore him on their 

shields. (VI, 335-37) 

Scarce thus at length failed speech re­
covered sad; (IV, 358) 

. . . Awhile discourse they held— 
No fear lest dinner cool—when thus 

began 
Our author:— (V, 395-97) 

. . . if all I can will serve, 
That little which is left so to defend, 
Encroached on still through your intes­

tine broils, 
Weakening the sceptre of old Night. 

(II, 998-1002) 

Such sentences seem almost unin­
telligible at first reading, but might be 
handled with little or no difficulty by 
students who have trained themselves 
to retain the ideas and suggestions which 
the confusion of words gives them, and 
mentally to perceive their relation to 
each other so that, by the time the 
period of the sentence is reached, the 
thought is complete and perfectly 
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clear. The lines of the Aeneid are 
exceptionally good training fields for 
this and similar types of mental gym­
nastics. In some instances we find 
syntactical agreements between these 
two poems which seem almost appalling. 
It may be merely coincidental, but in the 
same fashion as Vergil uses the adverb 
"intus"' Milton employs the English 
adverb "within,"' and undoubtedly 
these two little words, usually pre­
positions, contribute their share of con­
fusion to untrained readers at their first 
encounter. 

Who does not recall the highly figu­
rative language of the Aeneid? Who does 
not remember Vergil's frequent use of 
the simile, metaphor, litotes, alliteration, 
and onomatopoeia? In Paradise Lost, 
also, we meet these familiar figures of 
speech, and some of Milton's lines as 

. . . speed almost spiritual (VIII, 110) 

Had roused the sea, now with hoarse 
cadence lull 

Seafaring men . . . (II, 284-88) 

. . . Satan . . . like a pyramid of fire . . . 
Wins his way; harder beset 
And more endangered, than when Argo 

passed 
Through Bosphorus, betwixt the justling 

rocks; 
Or when Ulysses on the larboard shunned 
Charybdis, and by the other Whirlpool 

steered. 
So he with difficulty and labour hard 
Moved on: (II, 1010-1022) 

. . . There leviathan, 
Hughest of living creatures, on the deep 
Stretched like a promontory, sleeps or 

swims, 
And seems a moving land, and at his gill 
Draws in, and at his trunk spouts out 

a sea. (VII, 412-16) 

. . . directed in devotion to adore 
(VII, 514) 

With ruin upon ruin, rout on rout 
Confusion worse confounded (II, 995-
96). 
Seem like studied attempts to parallel 
some of Vergil's famous alliterative 
lines. Many of Milton's similes and 
metaphors are so much like those of 
Vergil that one can hardly believe 
they were not written by Vergil him­
self. The first of the following figures 
is very like the one encountered in the 
Aeneid after Juno's speech.8 

. . . when such murmur filled 
The assembly, as when hollow rocks re­

tain 
The sound of blustering winds, which 

all night long

It is singularly interesting to note 
that, not only does Milton draw compar­
isons which are very like those of 
Vergil, but he also makes comparisons 
identical with those of Vergil. We 
can compare the passage from Paradise 
Lost describing the awful portress of 
hell-gate' with Vergil's picture of 
the ugly Scylla. 10 Milton's simile of

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the beesu causes the reader instincti­
vely to recall Vergil's" and Satan 
pictures to himself an impending fate '" 
such as Vergil assigned to Ajax. " 
Milton also had a way of imitating 
Vergil's manner of describing things 
according to number. Milton tells 
us hell was immured about with a "huge 
convex of fire . . . ninefold" (II, 434-
36); Vergil had told us hell was im­
mured about ninefold too, but by the 
river Styx.M Three times, four times, 
and seven times are enumerations which 
are found to occur in both authors. 

Paradise Lost is full of names of 
gods, constellations, mythological charac­
ters, and places, many of which are 
mentioned in the Aeneid. Mt. Ida, 
Olympus, Iris, Erebus, Briareos, Bel-
lona, Maia, Ceres, Orion, Ammon, Tri­
ton, Orontes, Moloch, Scylla, Charybdis, 
Charon, Vallambrosa, Ganges, and Janus 
are names quite familiar to any student 
of Vergil. It is a worthwhile observa­
tion to note that while Vergil writes 
of gods and pagan marvels because of 
his firm belief therein, Milton men­
tions them only in such a way that they 
may supply terms of comparison. Many 
of Milton's sketches about these myth­
ical characters are taken directly from 
Vergil's Aeneid. For example, concern­
ing the story of Briareoslk Milton 
seems to take Vergil's word for it

His tale of Scylla and Charybdis" 
is an allusion to Vergil's version of 
the story,VJ and Milton's Turnus and 
Lavinia'" are identical with those of 
Vergil;"1 so is his Juno." It can 
not be impressed upon us too strongly 
how great a help is a knowledge of 
Vergil when dealing with other great 
authors. 

In the Aeneid, very frequently the 
mode of introduction at the opening 
of a new paragraph is the employment 
of one of the common stock phrases 
Vergil almost wore out, a few of the 
most common ones being: "tantum effa-
ta," "ille autem," "turn sic effatur," "sic 
Venus," "tunc Venus," "turn sic effatur 
so-and-so," "dixit et." These need only 
be translated into English to give us an 
idea of much of Milton's transitional 
machinery: "Whereto the Almighty 
answered;" "he ended;" "she heard me 
thus;" "thus have I told thee all;" "to 
whom the Angel;" "to whom thus . . .;" 
"so saying, he arose, whereto made an­
swer;" "to whom thus he replied;" 
"heard I no more." These and a dozen 
similar phrases contribute loyally to 
Milton's vocabulary. It it peculiarly 
fascinating to remark how Milton and 
Vergil employ like phrases, exclamations, 
forms of address, etc., in like situations. 
When Milton speaks of Beelzebub 23 he 
uses practically the identical words Vergil 
used in the case of Hector fallen.2*

T H E N U N T I U S 

Vergil, it seems, had a native pro­
pensity for drawing exquisite word 
pictures; Milton displays an almost 
equal skill. Both are singularly for­
tunate in picturesque descriptions, not­
ably of dawn and of evening, or night. 
In such lines as the following Milton 
seems an echo of Vergil.25 

The descriptions of Fama and Rumor 
are also strikingly well done by both 
authors. When reading Milton's men­
tion of Rumor (II, 965), one inevit­
ably recalls the famous lines of Vergil. a 

There are numerous instances through­
out Paradise Lost which deserve mention 
because of their close relationship to 
parallelisms occurring in the Aeneid, 
but space will permit consideration of 
only very few. Milton's lines, "While 
overhead the moon sits arbitress, and 
nearer to the earth wheels her pale 
course" (I, 784-86), convey almost the 
same thought as those of Vergil ,27 When

we meet Milton's "barbaric pearl and 
gold" (II, 4), and "Sabean odours from 
the spicy shores of Araby" (IV, 162) we 
are instantly reminded, if our memories 
are awake at all, of Vergil's "barbarico 
auro" (II,, 504) and his "Sabaeo thure" 
(I, 416). The picture of Satan sup­
porting himself on his "spear equal 
to the tallest pine" (I, 292) is oddly 
reminiscent of the pine which guides 
and steadies Polyphemus in his foot­
steps in the Aeneid.2S Sometimes, too, 
Milton makes allusion to stories in the 
Aeneid in most ingenious fashion. In 
his description of his harpy-footed furies 
(II, 596) Milton condenses Vergil's 
episode 2° into one compound word. 
As Milton places about the throne of 
Chaos, sable-vested Night, Orcus and 
Ades, Demogorgon, Rumor and Chance, 
Tumult and Confusion, and "Discord 
with a thousand various mouths" (II, 
962-67), so Vergil stationed near the 
entrance of Orcus Grief and Care, 
Disease and Old-Age, Fear, Famine and 
Penury, Death and Toil, and Discord 
with snaky locks. °° 

Students of Milton's Paradise Lost 
will find there are numerous advantages 
of a utilitarian nature derived from a 
study of Vergil's Aeneid. One could 
list any number of definite aids includ­
ing everything from an increase in the 
virtue of patience to the acquisition of 
high literary standards of criticism. 
Without a doubt, the study of one of 
these great epics following upon a study 
of the other will bring about a deeper 
appreciation of both masterpieces as

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well as enrich the estimate in which the 
genius of Vergil and Milton was for­
merly held. Art is a luxury and can be 
enjoyed only by the initiated. Aesthetic 
pleasure springs from the active per­
ception of certain relations that a work 
realizes. This, in a Word, is the chief 
advantage to students of Milton's Para­
dise Lost of a previous study of Vergil's 
Aeneid. They have been initiated; their 

minds are prepared to enjoy true satis­
faction of the intellect. It is true in 
many ways that Vergil was, as Dante 
has put it in his great passage, as "one 
who goes by night and bears a light 
behind him and after him makes the 
people wise." sl
